Questions for Session Ten

1. Whom did Barnabas and Saul take with them, when they returned from the mission to
the church in Jerusalem? Explain the significance of this?

2. What happened at the church in Antioch? Name the two people who were set apart
and sent out. What did the others do to prepare them for God’s work?

3. Where did the two people go first? What kind of work did these two people do when
they arrived? What kind of success did they enjoy? Who accompanied them?
What was his role at the time?
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4. Explain the unfolding events as God used Paul against Elymas, the false prophet.
What did Paul do? What was the response of Sergius Paulus?

5. Why do you suppose John Mark left the traveling party to return to Jerusalem?
Where did Barnabas and Paul go from there?

6. Who was invited to speak to the brothers at Antioch? Explain the significance of his
opening or greeting in v. 16. To whom is he talking in this particular address?

7. What did Paul share with this gathering of people? What kind of encouragement did
Paul’s words offer the brothers at Antioch, as he preached in the synagogue?

8. Beginning with v. 26, Paul redirected his remarks to the same audience as before.
Where did he go with his preaching beginning with v. 27?
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9. What does Paul proclaim in v. 36? How does Paul compare this to the historical Law
of Moses? Were all the hearers of his message within the Law of Moses?

10. After the crowd’s response to the gathering on the next Sabbath, how did Barnabas
and Paul deal with their complaints? Explain vv. 51-52.
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
