Questions for Session Four 
 
1. Explain in your own words 4:32a.  What do you think this means?  How do you think 

these early Christians got to this point?  How could congregations in the twenty-
first century achieve this?  Do you think it is possible? 

 
 
 
 
 
2. As a result of the action of God and the receptivity of the believers in 4:32a, how was 

the early Church impacted?  If this could be achieved in the post-modern, twenty-
first century Church, explain the potential impact on local congregations? 

 
 
 
 
 
3. Explain v. 32 and the influence the early Christians in these first century churches had 

on each other.  How did God react to their activities? 
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4. What is the lesson we take from 5:1-11?  What is the long-term negative impact of 
attempting to hide anything from God? 

 
 
 
 
 
5. Where did the early Christians of the first century meet?  What was the reaction of 

others who came to faith?  As the Word spread what was the general public’s 
interest in this movement? 

 
 
 
 
 
6. While the disciples were locked up overnight awaiting the decision of the Sanhedrin, 

what happened, and what were they told? 
 
 
 
 
 
7. What was Peter’s response to the questioning of the Sanhedrin, when the disciples 

were found and hauled back into custody?  How would you have responded to 
this, and how do you respond in your life today? 

 
 
 
 
 
8. Gamaliel made a good point in vv. 38-39.  Think about his wise counsel, and how we 

can apply this idea to our activities in our local churches in the present?  How do 
we succeed?  How do we fail?  After reading this do you have any idea why most 
churches fail? 
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9. In 6:3-4 who were chosen to be the leaders in the early Church?  How do we choose 
church leadership today?  While the processes vary by denomination, we can 
attest to the fact that God calls leader. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
10. What one word caused the activity in v. 7?  How given over to this are you?  Can you 

identify people, within your own congregation or denomination, who exemplify 
this type of faith and behavior?  Think of examples of people you know. 
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
