Questions for Session Eleven

1. Where is Iconium in relation to Lystra and Derbe? How were Paul and Barnabas
received by the people in the synagogue? What was the result of this preaching?

2. Were there people in that location around Iconium, who disagreed with Paul and
Barnabas? What was their reaction, and what did they do to suppress the
ministry of these two evangelists?

3. After the plot to stone them was thwarted, where did Paul and Barnabas go? What
did Paul and Barnabas do to further their ministry to the people?
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4. What kind of work did the two evangelists do in Lystra? How were they received?
What names were they given by those persons, who witnessed the miracles?

5. How did the priest of Zeus react to the activity in Lystra? What response did Paul and
Barnabas offer to the people? How can we be misguided and/or misinterpreted
by others today?

6. Whose name did Paul and Barnabas invoke to shift attention from their actions?
How well did this plan work for them?

7. What action finally turned the crowd? What difficulty did Paul encounter? How did
he deal with it? Would you have given up at this point? Explain.

8. After they returned to Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch, how did Paul and Barnabas
describe what it would take to be a follower of Christ in v. 22b?
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9. Did Paul and Barnabas appoint anyone to deal with the issues of the churches, when
they were not present? Assuming they did appoint a person or persons, who were
they? What was their role?

10. Where did Paul and Barnabas travel from there? How were they received? What
was their objective? Did they meet the objective? Explain in some detail.
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
